Dear parents and carers,

This academic year we have once again had increasing numbers of families taking children out of school for holidays
during term time. As you will all be aware, schools must consider enforcement action if a child/young person has 10
or more unauthorised sessions (equivalent to five days). While schools and local authorities will generally offer
support to improve attendance first, persistent unauthorised absences or term-time holidays may result in a Fixed
Penalty Notice or prosecution.

As part of our ongoing attendance monitoring and in line with the Cumberland attendance strategy, we will now
be passing on attendance casefiles to the local authority where we feel the threshold has been met for fixed term
penalty.

Reminder of Attendance expectations:

Ensure your child/young person attends every day the school is open; except when a legal reason applies
Notify the school as soon as possible when your child/young person is unexpectedly absent

Book any medical appointments around the school day where possible

Only request leave of absence in exceptional circumstances and do so in advance (please note: family
holidays are not generally considered exceptional circumstances and all leave of absence requests are
considered at the headteacher’s discretion)

unauthorised session as they are not in school during the afternoon.
